Environmental integration

The challenge in the planning of this residential development project in Kato Elliniko

was its environmental integration into a neighborhood of detached houses that was initially
inhabited by Greeks of Asia Minor in 1925 and is gradually changing its profile

Planting took a leading role, attempting to connect the past with the present.

== Extensive plantings, not only on the ground,
but also cascading from the balconies and roofs,
became the bridge with the “garden city” of the
past in the new project. Seeking to compensate for
the lost ground footprint, the gardens were set up
in height, creating a rich semi-tropical oasis. Plants
with large green leaves mixed with softer textures
and flowers of high color intensity, combined with
aromatic plants climbing from the balconies and
the sound of running water, create a sense of re-
laxation and rejuvenation.

The initial concern for the square corner plot
of 2,5 acres was whether the thirteen apartments
would be developed into a single building or two.
Although the design solution of the single L-shape

building, with three apartments per floor, was ini-
tially attractive, there were privacy problems for
the middle apartments and the building was mas-
sively out of scale in its context. In the end, the
solution of two detached five-story buildings was
chosen, offering unobstructed views and privacy for
all the apartments. The internal distribution of spaces
for the apartments is linear, entrance-kitchen-dining
room-living room, with continuous openings to the
balconies overlooking the sea and the communal
garden of the complex.

In addition to aesthetics, great emphasis has
been placed on the A+ energy class of the complex,
framed with the necessary automation for smart
and ecological living, to a sustainable whole. m=
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
